Reverend Monsignor/ Dear Father,

In an effort to standardize the celebration of the Sacrament of Confirmation throughout the Diocese, the
following musical selections may be used during the Rite of Confirmation within Mass when the Bishop is
present. Musical selections that are not found below may not be used.

Please note that it is no longer specified which songs ought to be used for the Processional Hymn and which
ought to be used for the Recessional Hymn. The placement of all the songs duting the Liturgy of Confirmation
within Mass is left to Pastors or those to whom he has delegated such responsibilities.

Also note, it is no longer necessary to sing the Confirma hoc as the Bishop washes his hands following the
Anointing Rite. It may be done, but it is no longer mandatory.

Again, thank you for all you do to celebrate the liturgy throughout the diocese with noble beauty.
